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On October 11" we went to the FTC Scrimmage at Boca Raton High
School. This competition was purely for practice to help the teams in our
league acclimate to the competition environment. In total, only a few
matches were played, but three of our four FTC teams were able to get
onto the field for at least one practice match. This was extremely
beneficial to our students, as we now know what to expect when going to
competitions. The atmosphere, queuing process, inspection process, and
scheduling process can all be very difficult to deal with for new students.
Now, we are well-prepared to succeed at the League Meet #1 on
November 1*. This competition is one of three league meets prior to the
league championship, where teams can qualify for the State
championship.

In order to help support the Boca Raton Police Athletic League, we are
running a pin fundraiser on campus.
